In October each sixth grade student and each new student will be given a folder of infor-
mative materials that explain the detailed requirements of the Service Learning Program 
in Baltimore County. Please take time to review this information with your child.   
 
Baltimore County Public Schools require that each student earn 75 Service Learning 
Hours before the completion of high school. These hours can be earned in a variety of 
ways. Many of the hours can be earned by participating in infused class projects. Infused 
projects are service learning projects completed in school as part of  the curriculum.  
 
Additional hours can be earned on an individual basis. Individual projects must first be 
pre-approved. Approval procedures can be found on the next page. Students may obtain 
approval forms in the office, cafeteria, or room C-4. Students who are interested in 
learning about upcoming service projects can check the bulletin board in the C-hallway.

4. After the activity is finished, complete the Reflection Section. Turn the  
    completed form into Mrs. Howes.  Please make a copy for your records! 
 
5. If you have specific questions regarding Service Learning Hours, please  
    see Mrs. Howes in C-4 before homeroom, at lunch or afterschool.

“What is the origin of s-u-c-c-e-s-s? 
 
You can find it by following these 10 tips along your way to spelling superstardom: 
  

1.   For inspiration, watch the documentary Spellbound on family movie night. 
2.   Keep a ‘great words’ journal for every new and interesting word that you find.  
3.   Designate a spelling wall in your home. Post new words to the wall each day.  
4.   For family game night, conduct an impromptu themed spelling bee. Use a newspaper for a current events  

bee or cookbook for a cuisine bee.  
5.   Do like Akeelah (Akeelah and the Bee) did. Spell and jump rope!  
6. Ask friends and neighbors to challenge you with great spelling words.   
7. Read great books. You'll be entertained while you effortlessly improve your spelling and increase your  
 vocabulary. 
8.   Scour the dictionary in search of words to stump your parents and teachers. “
